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Overview 
 
The Presidential Ambassadors are a select group of typically second year students who are 
chosen to represent the president, the college and their program of study.  These students are 
selected on the basis of their academic achievement, college and community involvement, 
leadership skills and potential and a willingness to give service to the college.  Students are 
selected to provide a broad picture of the “typical” PTC student. 
 
 
Criteria 
 
To be eligible to serve as a Presidential Ambassador, a student must: 

 Be in good academic standing  

 Be enrolled in at least 6.0 credit hours in both fall and spring semesters  

 Must not complete studies earlier than May 2021 

 Submit the Presidential Ambassador application, including the student statement 

 Provide a recommendation form from a faculty member, within the student’s major 

 Participate in the selection process which will include an interview 

 If selected, actively serve and participate in trainings and meetings as needed

 Presentations to small and large groups 

 Assisting the Admissions office with applicants to PTC
