. Passa drug screening.

. Have a current acceptable background check. A criminal

record could make you ineligible for enrollment or
participation in a supervised field experience, creating

an inability to graduate from the program.

. Candidates are required to complete a minimum of one

summer session of coursework.

9. Students seeking to transfer to a four-year university to
complete South Carolina state teaching certificate
requirements must meet with an ECD program advisor
for specific requirements and pass all three sections of
PRAXIS L.

10. Some ECD coursework is offered online and at PTC
county campuses. No ECD coursework is taught on
the PEN system. Methods courses are not offered
online as these courses are predominantly offered
at the Lex Walters Campus-Greenwood. It is not
possible for a student to complete either degree or
certificate completely online or at a county campus.
Students will be required to travel to the Lex Walters
Campus-Greenwood for ECD 243, ECD 251, ECD
244 and possibly other courses during the program.

11. ENG 101 is a prerequisite for all ECD coursework.
Students must earn a “C” or higher in ENG 101.

12. Humanities requirements include either ART 101 or
MUS 108S.

13. CPR and First Aid Certifications are required as part
of ECD 135. There is an additional fee associated

with these certifications.

14. A Tuberculosis test is required for clinical sites.

Students will be required to pay for this and provide
results to the ECD 243, ECD 244 or ECD 251

instructor.

1S. Students may only take ECD 243,244 and 251 two (2)
times and must receive a grade of “C” or higher
on the second attempt for the course to count

towards graduation.

16. Courses with a prefix of ECD or SAC must be less than 8
years old in order to count toward a certificate, diploma or
degree program.
